SYNOPSIS:  At approximately 9:40 AM today the School Resource Officer assigned to East River High School was contacted via radio by the school’s Administrative Dean to assist him with an unruly and aggressive 18 year old male student who refused to leave the campus after being suspended.
The student was located in the school cafeteria by the Deputy and Assistant Dean and once again advised that he was suspended and to immediately leave the campus.  The student became confrontational, used foul language, and continued to disrupt the activity in the crowded cafeteria.  

The student resisted at least three attempts by the Deputy to take him into custody.  On the third attempt the student took an aggressive posture towards the Deputy.  Fearing that the student was going to physically attack him, the Deputy gave the appropriate verbal warnings that he was going to deploy his agency issued Electronic Control Device.  The Deputy deployed his ECD when the student continued to approach the Deputy in an aggressive manner.  
Following the ECD deployment the student was secured and arrested without further incident.  He was examined by a school nurse and Paramedics from Orange County Fire Rescue where it was determined he suffered no ill-effects from the ECD.  The student declined any further medical treatment or the offer to be transported to a hospital for further examination.  

The student has been charged with Resisting an Officer Without Violence, Trespass After Warning, and Disorderly Conduct.
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
